To the fullest extent permitted by law, Applicant shall protect, indemnify, save, defend and hold harmless the Town, including its officials, agents, volunteers and employees (“Indemnified Parties”), from and against any and all liabilities, obligations, claims, damages, penalties, causes of action, costs, interest and expenses, including but not limited to reasonable attorney and paralegal fees, which Indemnified Parties may become obligated or suffer by reason of any accident, bodily injury, illness, emotional distress, psychiatric injury, personal injury, death of person, economic loss, or loss of or damage to property, arising indirectly or directly from, under, out of, in connection with, or as a result of Applicant conducting business related activity on, about or in relation to Town beaches or any action or inaction of the Applicant, its agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors or customers, and even if caused in part by any negligence or misconduct of Indemnified Parties.  
 
LIABILITY WAIVERS/EXCULPATORY CONTRACTS

Because of the safety and liability risks involved in ocean and beach athletic and recreational activities, Applicant agrees to condition lessons, camps, equipment rentals and equipment issuance on the customer’s (in the case of an adult) or the customer parent/legal guardian’s (in the case of a minor) execution of the Town of Rye’s Release and Waiver of Liability form, a copy of which is attached.  Applicant, in light of variable statutes of limitation, shall retain these forms for 20 years or provide them to the Town.

CAREFULLY READ EVERY LINE OF THIS RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY.  IT PREVENTS YOU FROM BRINGING LIABILITY CLAIMS AGAINST THE TOWN OF RYE AND ITS OFFCIALS, EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, VOLUNTEERS AND REPRESENTATIVES.

The Town of Rye has issued permits for businesses to rent or issue recreational and water sports equipment, including but not limited to surfboards, paddle boards, paddles, boogie boards, wetsuits, and leashes, and to provide related lessons, group activities and learning camps on or about Town beaches and in the ocean.  These are risky and dangerous activities for which the Town of Rye shall have no liability.  

In consideration of renting, borrowing or using recreational and water sports equipment, and/or participating in related classes, lessons, group activities or camps, the undersigned:

Releases, waives, discharges, covenants not to sue, indemnifies and holds harmless the Town of Rye, its officials, employees, agents, volunteers and representatives (hereinafter “Releasees”) from any and all liability to the undersigned, and his/her representatives, heirs, and successors in interest (hereinafter “undersigned”) for any and all loss, injury, illness or damage, and any claim or demands therefore on account of death, injury or illness of the undersigned or damage to the property of the undersigned whether caused by the negligence of the Releasees or otherwise, arising from or related to the undersigned’s possession, handling or use of rented or borrowed recreational and water sports equipment and/or undersigned’s participation in any related classes, lessons, group activities or learning camps.
